Ballot Application.  Once your 

application has been processed, an 

absentee ballot will be mailed to you. 

You may request an absentee ballot 

online at www.elections.virginia.gov  

or by calling your Voter Registration 

Office at 540-586-7649. 

When completing your Application for 

Absentee Ballot, you must indicate 

which primary you choose to influence. 

You may not participate in both 

primaries.
